Corp
members come from all walks of life but we all share one thing, we are all between the ages of 18

and 25. Approximately 1 month ago all Corp Members statewide were asked to take a lifestyle sur-

vey. This survey allowed individuals to get an outlook on the way they live their lives providing a

good demographic to young people our age. The survey asked questions about behaviors, experi-

ences and attitudes related to gambling, the use of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs. 30% of youth

said they did not use while 70% stated yes to illicit drug use. It is plain that this demographic are in

the majority. The survey also asked questions su
life, how many drinks have you consumed in the past week, or how frequently do you drive under
the influence. O Al t hough some questions were a

swer anonymously. The negative effects of teen drug use are undeniable and obvious. When con-

sidering those negative effects, it is alarming to see some of the actual statistics concerning the

amount of teen and young adult drug use. Local programs offering assistance are the Pomona Drug
Treatment Center, Prototypes, and Inland Valley Drug and Alcohol Recovery Services. Also CCC

offers counseling and drug prevention services through E.A.P. (Employee Assistance Program) as

well.
